Please email, ship or drop off in person to: art@montana.edu,
Scholarship Competition, School of Art 213 Haynes Hall, Montana State
University, Bozeman, MT 59717-3680 and arrange for it to arrive no later
than 4:30 p.m., February 22, 2018. Each portfolio must contain a completed
entry form. Make as many copies of the enclosed entry form as needed.

JURYING - The scholarship competition will be juried by a committee of School
of Art faculty. The jury will be looking for a high level of artistic skill and creativity
which indicates a readiness for college level art courses, some understanding of
different media and evidence of serious interest in the visual arts as seen through
approach and presentation. Good quality images are important. Work with your
high school art teacher, they will be able to help you put together your portfolio.
